Letters are due by May 31, 2012
It is customary for candidates to write a personal letter to the presiding Bishop requesting the Sacrament of Confirmation. The letter should clearly express the following:

1. that receiving the Sacrament of Confirmation is your desire;
2. the ways that you have prepared for the sacrament;
3. the scripture passage you chose in your letter of intent and how your understanding of this passage has grown in the last year;
4. what your confirmation name is and why you are choosing it;
Write to the Bishop with seriousness and respect---but also write “from your heart.”  The letter should be addressed as follows:
